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TEAM NELSON REPEATS AT DEL WEBB FATHER/SON CHALLENGE  
…Three-time major winner Larry Nelson teams with son Drew to become first father  

to defend title with different sons 
 

A number of teams took a run at the Nelsons on day two of the Del Webb Father/Son Challenge at 
ChampionsGate in Orlando, but a clutch 20-foot putt on the 17th hole by Larry Nelson, followed by his 11-
foot eagle putt on the 18th hole, held off a late charge by Davis Love III and his son Dru and allowed Larry 
to successfully defend the title he won with his other son, Josh, last year. 
 
Not only did Larry win his third overall Father/Son title, earning the team the $200,000 first-place check 
and the Willie Park trophy belts, he also became the first dad to win titles with different sons in 
consecutive years.  Larry and Drew Nelson first won this event as a team in 2004.  
 
ÒDad played great this week,Ó said Drew Nelson of his father, a three-time major winner. ÒI wasn't a whole 
a lot help today but I did manage to hit a few good shots.  I was coming off a couple injuries and was 
actually just happy to be able to play this week. For us to be able to win, Dad had to play really well.  I 
haven't seen him hit the ball as well as he hit it for two straight days.  He didn't hit one bad shot when we 
needed him.  It was really remarkable how well he played.Ó 
 
The Nelsons faced a late charge by the Loves, who eagled the par-five, 16th hole to briefly take the lead 
at 18-under, but a birdie-birdie-eagle finish by the Nelsons sealed the victory. 
 
ÒI think the whole week is special; it's just a great week here at ChampionsGate and the Omni Hotel,Ó said 
Larry Nelson. ÒWe feel really happy to come back down here and it is a special time for our family.  We 
come down a week early, enjoy Thanksgiving together, and get ready for the tournament.  ItÕs a great 
week for our family whether we win or not, but obviously winning is a nice bonus.Ó 
 
Other fathers to successfully defend the title include Raymond Floyd who won three straight years (1995-
97) with son Raymond Jr. and then won back-to-back Father/Son events (2000-2001) with son Robert.  
Bernhard Langer won back-to-back titles (2005-06) with son Stefan. 
 
In addition to Larry Nelson, the Del Webb Father/Son Challenge features many of the greatest legends in 
golf history on the same golf course pairing up with their sons in the popular ÔChallenge SeasonÕ event 
including Jack Nicklaus, Arnold Palmer, Lee Trevino, Raymond Floyd and the 2008 FedExCup Champion 
on the PGA TOUR, Vijay Singh.
