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LEGENDS OF THE GAME
PALMER, TREVINO, FLOYD
RETURN TO DEL WEBB FATHER/SON
CHALLENGE AT CHAMPIONSGATE RESORT

Prestigious Event of Greatest Father/Son Teams Compete For $1.085 Million Purse
And Willie Park Trophy Nov. 29-Dec. 2

ORLANDO, Fla. — Together, they hold 17 major championships and many times
that number in devoted fans and golf stories to tell. And once again, Arnold Palmer, Lee
Trevino and Raymond Floyd will return to the only place you can see them play together:
the Del Webb Father/Son Challenge at the International Course at ChampionsGate
Golf Resort in Orlando.

Palmer and his grandson, standout collegiate golfer Sam Saunders, return for their
fifth Del Webb Father/Son Challenge in the November 29 - December 2 event. Trevino and
his youngest son, Daniel, will play together for the second time. Meanwhile, Floyd — who
has won this event an unprecedented five times — will play with younger son Robert in the
two-round, scramble-format event.

Always one of the most popular Challenge Season events, the Del Webb Father/Son
Challenge returns to the International Course at ChampionsGate for the fifth consecutive
year. Invitations to the event are always among the most coveted, with RSVPs limited to
fathers who have won major championships on the PGA TOUR.
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That certainly describes Palmer, who clamed seven major titles: four Masters, two
British Opens and a U.S. Open. Palmer owns 62 PGA TOUR victories and won tour
events in three decades, gaining legions of fans along the way for his swashbuckling
style, handsome grin and free-signing autograph pen.

Last year, Palmer and Saunders — who plays golf at Clemson — finished 15". They
did fire their best one-round score — a first-round 64. Their best finishes came in 2003
and 2004, when they finished 12"

“I'm really looking forward to playing in the Father/Son with Sam again this
year,” Palmer said. “I've been working on my game, trying to prepare and Sam has been
playing some great golf. It is such a good event, that allows members of our family to
experience part of what we do on tour. We have some great memories from past events
and I'm sure we will have even more after this tournament.”

As one of four fathers to have played in every Del Webb Father/Son Challenge,
Trevino has been a mainstay of this event. He’s played six times with son Rick and five
with son Tony, with his best finish coming in 1998, when he and Rick finished T-4.

The winner of six major championships: two U.S. Opens, two British Opens and
two PGA Championships, Trevino and son Daniel finished 18" in their first event
together.

Then, there’s Floyd, who has also played in all 12 previous events. Along with
four major championships: a Masters, a U.S. Open and two PGA Championships, Floyd
and his sons own five Del Webb Father/Son Challenge titles. He teamed with Ray Jr. to
claim the first three events (1995-1997), then Floyd and Robert went back-to-back in
2000 and 2001.

In 2005, the last time we saw this pairing, the Floyds finished one shot behind
champions Bernhard and Stefan Langer. It was the second runner-up finish for the
tandem, which also finished second in 1999. The Floyds are the leading money winning
family in event history.

Besides the lucrative $1.085 million purse, the teams also play to win the prestigious
Willie Park Trophy, which is based upon the original championship prize of the British
Open in 1860. The trophy, a red leather belt with sterling silver embellishments, similar to
the belts awarded in modern times to boxing champions, was named after Park in honor of
being the first winner of the British Open, the world’s oldest golf championship.

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Park won the British Open four times (1860, 1863, 1866 and 1875) and his son,
Willie, Jr., won twice (1887 and 1889). The Willie Park Trophy was created especially
for the Del Webb Father/Son Challenge in England by Garrard, the Crown Jewelers since
1843.

NBC will televise the event on Saturday, December 1 from 2:30 - 4:30 p.m. ET and
on Sunday, December 2 from 3:00 — 6:00 p.m. ET.
